Note that there can often be a difference between vocabulary that is selected for students to focus on and learn and very low-frequency topic-specific vocabulary that learners need to understand a particular text. Depending on your students, the vocabulary in the second box may fall into the latter category. English Language Learners need to prioritise in their vocabulary study so they need to select the most useful vocabulary based on frequency, range, interest, and their learning goals.
