· The Card Turner by Louis Sachar  - based around the great game of Contract Bridge with lots of mathematical implications.

· 'Zero: the Biography of a Dangerous Idea' by Charles Seife and 'The Calendar' by David Duncan; you could look at a chapter or two from each one if you didn't want to 'do' the whole book.

· The Number Devil: A Mathematical Adventure (German: Der Zahlenteufel. Ein Kopfkissenbuch für alle, die Angst vor der Mathematik haben) is a book for children and young adults that explores mathematics. It was originally written in 1997 in German by Hans Magnus Enzensberger and illustrated by Rotraut Susanne Berner. The book follows a young boy named Robert, who is taught mathematics by a sly "number devil" called Teplotaxl over the course of twelve dreams.  The book was met with mostly positive reviews from critics, approving its description of math while praising its simplicity. Its colorful use of fictional mathematical terms and its creative descriptions of concepts have made it a suggested book for both children and adults troubled with math. The Number Devil was a bestseller in Europe, and has been translated into English by Michael Henry Heim

· The picture book ‘Archimedes Bath’ and ‘Who sank the boat’ 

· Also, ‘The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-time’  good for all sorts of maths.
