Matching Quotes Activity

Teacher Preparation:

Print the next two sheets on coloured paper and cut them into squares. Put the quote and the character name into one envelope and the 'What does this tell you about the person?' into a second envelope. Make one set for each student group.

Activity:

Give students the first envelope and in small groups they match the quotes with the character. Students paste the quotes worksheet into their books and fill in the character name. Discuss 'What does this quote tell you about the person?' and students fill in the third column or dot and jot notes on the board.
